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SECTION A

1. Compare the work of the Mandates Commission of the League of Nations with that of the Trusteeship Council of U.N.O.

2. ‘If the whole cost of the war had been thrown upon Germany it would have been in accord with every principle of civilised jurisprudence in the world.’ (D. Lloyd-George). Discuss with reference to the reparations policies of the Allied Powers after the 1914-1918 War.

3. .‘Those who were unemployed for three years turned Communist; those on the other hand who were unemployed for five years turned Nazi.’ How far does this statement offer an explanation of Hitler’s rise to power?

4. Discuss the motives which prompted the Soviet Union to sign the German-Soviet agreement of August 1939.

5. ‘Each one hopes that if he feeds the crocodile enough, the crocodile will eat him last. All of them hope that the storm will pass before their turn comes to be devoured.’ Winston Churchill 20/1/1940.  How far is Churchill’s remark a fair comment on the behaviour of the small, neutral nations of Europe during the early part of World War Il.

SECTION B

6. Justify the decision of the U.N.O. founders to incorporate the unanimity principle into the machinery of the Security Council.

7. ‘The Brezhnev Doctrine 1968 and the Truman Doctrine 1947 are opposite sides of the same medal.’ Discuss with reference to the relations of the two superpowers towards smaller countries.

8. Compare the effectiveness of U.N.O. in its handling of the Middle Eastern crises of 1956-7 and 1967-72, and account for the different degrees of success which its efforts on each occasion produced.

9. What have been the most important criticisms of the terms on which Britain is to enter the European Community? How far do you think these criticisms are valid?

10. Why has it been said that the European Community is an ‘undemocratic’ organisation? How could this criticism be removed?
